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  February is often one of the òBlahó times of year for a lot of people. The freshness of the 

snow has gone; and even though the days are getting longer, the deficit of sunlight starts to weigh 

people down. New Yearõs resolutions have pretty much fizzled out, and it still seems like a long time 

until spring brings any sort of newness. The jackets, the slush, the grime on your car ñno wonder 

people around here who have the wherewithal generally go someplace sunny in the late winter or 

early spring.  

 

Most people who have experienced such a òblahó time know that on one hand you have to force 

yourself to do things that you donõt feel like doing. Exercise, even you hate it. Get outside even 

when you just feel like surfing the net. But on the other hand, there is an element of it that requires 

not that you do anything but that you simply plow your way through, endure it, and know that, 

hey, February is the shortest month of the year, thingsõll get better. 

 

Well, in terms of physical and mental health we all experience times of dryness, lack of energy, of 

having the blahs. But did you know that the same thing happens spiritually as well? Even the 

greatest saints and martyrs experienced times when there seemed to be no joy, no sense of awe or 

beauty, no zeal for mission. There is such a thing as spiritual boredom. Many Christians experience 

it.  

 

The temptation is always to blame it on something else. Church -hoppers often get a òliftó out of   

going to a new church, but they keep moving around because theyõre blaming the church for a     

recurring problem that is within themselves. It isnõt the music, the people, or some seemingly       

serious problemñit is boredom. And the answer to those times of spiritual dryness is partly to keep 

doing the things you know you need to be doing whether you feel like it or not, such as coming to 

church, praying, doing daily devotions even when you donõt seem to be getting anything out of it. 

And partly, you simply need to endure the periodic February of your soul.  

 

God has not forgotten you. His presence does not depend on you feeling it. He is right where He 

promised to be. He hasnõt grown bored with you, and He is patient with us. But why does He allow 

us to experience those bad times? To build us up, to strengthen our faith. Faith, like a muscle, only 

gets strong by being tested and made weak. So we persevere, and soon the times of refreshment, of 

deep spiritual zeal, joy and contentment return at an even deeper level than before.  

 

Some people in church may be plowing through a personal spiritual dry time, while others may be 

experiencing spiritual renewal and growth. Not everybodyõs February of the soul comes at the same 

time. Bear with one another. Build each other up. And the promise remains that the God of peace 

will be with you. See you Sunday to be fed with His Word and Sacrament, which is right where He 

promised to be.

Itõs called 
Sex, Dating, and Relating,  and will be discussing some very serious and sensitive subjects about sex, 
dating, and the consequences of our actions and decisions we make regarding our sexuality. Because 
of the very sensitive nature of many of the topics that are going to be discussed in the class there will 
be a parental consent form in order to attend this Sunday School class. Many of the adults in our  
congregation are going through the Laugh Your Way to a Better Marriage class with Mark Schuster 
and know that the conversation is very important, but also very straight forward. We want the     
parents to be aware of what we are discussing and to further the discussion with your children at 

home.  Forms are located on the youth bulletin board and will need to be 
brought to class for the first session. Unfortunately, without a parental signed 
form, youth will be asked to attend the adult Bible study in the multi -purpose 
room until a form is turned in.

These studies will look at the Biblical narrative of Jesusô life as well as many important to the Old          

Testament story of Godôs people. 
   

February 5 Nazareth and environsðwhere Jesus grew up, preached the Sermon on the Mount, fed the 

five thousand, and attended the wedding feast at Cana. 

 

February 12 BethlehemðThe Shepherdsô Field and the Church of the Nativity, which has been in      

continual use as a Christian church for nearly 1,700 years, on a site that was already being used for      

Christian worship even before that.  

 

February 19 Jericho/JordanðThe river where Jesus was baptized, the place where the Israelites first   

entered the Promised Land, the mountain where Jesus was tempted by Satan, and, on a clear day, the view 

of the mountain top where Moses died after being given a glimpse of the Promised Land. 

 

February 26 JerusalemðPerhaps the most fascinating city in the world. Remnants from King Davidôs 

time, Greek and Roman empires, early Christianity, and every layer of history, including the birth of Islam, 

the Crusades, and all the way up to the present day.  

 

 

March TopicðHoly Week; What are We Doing and Why? 
This year we have a special service or event planned for every evening of Holy Week, which is the highlight 

of the entire Christian calendar. Many of these services and events are unfamiliar, so we want to look at 

the meaning behind them to encourage people to attend and to know what it is theyôre attending. 

 

March 4ðThe Passion reading. How are the Gospels different? What are the dangers and benefits of   

reading the story from all of them at once?  

 

March 11ðThe Seder Meal. Explore the OT roots in the Passover and how Jesus instituted the new     

covenant, linking the sacrament of Holy Communion to the Exodus. 

 

March 18ðPreparation and self-examination for Holy Communion. This critical aspect of receiving   

communion is often neglected. Learn how Luther recommended that all Christians prepare to receive the 

Sacrament and discover the spiritual blessings of making this a regular part of your own weekly discipline. 

 

March 25ðThe Great Vigil of Easter. This Saturday night ñEaster Eveò service is getting more and more 

popular here at Faith each year. It is traditionally the most important service of the year, when new      

members are received via baptism or confirmation and existing members remember and reaffirm their   

baptismal relationship with God. The whole service begins in darkness, goes through the history of Godôs 

covenant relationship with His people, and ends with the first proclamation of the Resurrection and the   

celebration of Holy Communion.
