Greetings to all as we head into another grace -filled Year of Our Lord.

In December | was elected to be our circuit counselor. The term begins in June and
will last three years. Basically it is a volunteer pastoral/administrative role and most pas-
tors take a turn doing it at some point i
about it, let me give an overview of how things work in our church body.

Our national church (The Lutheran Church  -Missouri Synod) is headquartered in St.
Louis and has over two million members. It is divided into 35 districts, each with a District
president. Our district is the North Wisconsin District (though it includes most of the U.P.
of Michigan, too) headquartered in Wausau and our District President is Rev. Paul Weber,
a retired pastor from Marquette. The districts are then subdivided into Circuits, each of
about 8-14 congregations. Ours is Circuit 19 and includes 14 congregations in our area. The
circuit counselor is sort of the go -between between all those congregations and the district.
He helps vacant congregations with their call processes, helps with resolving disputes that
might come up, and tries to encourage involvement in district and synod activities.

Our circuit is blessed with many pastors who would be perfectly able to take on this
extra role. Our most recent circuit counselor was Rev. Vern Heim, retired from Zion, Onei-
da. Before him it was former Faith vicar Rev. Steve Kline of Zion, Wayside. Several other
pastors in the area have told me that they are happy to help out, too.

It is quite likely that several of our congregations will become vacant during this
three year term due to retirements or the normal process of pastors taking calls. This does
not mean that Faith has to fill any vacancies that come up; it simply means that | will be
working with the leadership of those congregations to find vacancy pastors and to call new
pastors. We might have to take our fair share of supply preaching down the road
(depending on how many vacancies there are) since our circuit is down to only three congre-
gations who have multiple pastors, but that would be the same no matter who was the cir-
cuit counselor.

Please keep our whole church body in your prayers and look for ways you might get
involved in the coming year, be it with a district ministry like Camp Luther or a synodical
event like the National Youth Gathering, a mission trip, or whatever opportunities come

up.
