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Broad cultural trends are always changing, but they are harder to see than mere fashions
because they take longer to come and go. You have to think in terms of seasons and years to spot
fashions, but you have to think in terms of generations to see large cultural trends.

One of the hardest things to do in the Christian life is to discern when the drift of the times
is almost invisibly taking us away from what is important. For example, when the economy is
booming year after year and the drift of the culture is simply to spend beyond your means, it can be
very difficult to swim against the tide and not go into debt. But then the economy goes sour and
suddenly we realize that our priorities wereno
problem when unpleasant aspects of their past come to light fi they try to explain their past drug
use, racist comments, or whatever as a function of the times. In other words, what they were doing
seemed acceptable because |l ots of people were
they were, was not wise. Once the drift of the times changes, they realize how foolish their behavior
was.

One of the biggest functions of true wisdom is to know when the drift of the times is wrong,
and one of the cultural trends that is afflicting Christian communities and that requires a response
of wisdom and dedication is the decline of regular worship attendance. In prior generations, regular
church -goers were those who never missed a Sunday. You simply knew they were going to be there.
Up and coming generations, however, tend to consider themselves regular, active church  -goers if
theydre in worship maybe half the ti me. Part o
more mobile, and part of it is that Sunday morning is no longer set aside for worship in our society.
But part of it is simply a matter of setting priorities and seeing them through. What we used to say
of a regular church member, OHe was in church

there was a tournament. Or a home Packer game. Or the weather was really nice. Or lousy. Or they
were up late. Or it was hunting season. Or fis
Now, the old way is not without its dangers. Some people have the idea that church attend-
ance is something you get credits for. In the past some people refused to miss church because they
reveled in their reputation as the pillars of the church. Others felt as though they were earning
their way into heaven --- they have to let me in if | never missed a Sunday. We are right to get rid of
the idea that somehow one gets a divine credit in some sort of point system for each worship service
attended.

witness? The Word and Sacraments refresh us like water and sunlight feed a tree. The difference is
not immediately noticeable, but after a lifetime of consistent nourishment and growth a well -
nourished tree towers majestically, and after a lifetime of consistent spiritual nourishment a Chris-
tian not only is more able to weather the storms, but his life becomes a towering witness.

If that is what you want your life to be /i a powerful witness to the Gospel of Jesus Christ i
and if that is what you most hope for regarding your children, then the best thing you can do is
make regular, weekly church attendance a high priority.
