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"The operation of the church is entirely set up for the sake of the sinner, which creates much
misunderstanding among the smug." ~ Flannery O'Conner

Ironically, this is good news not just for the sinner but for the smug, for it proves that
church is where they belong, too, and can repent of their sin of smugness, which just means
self-righteousness and self-satisfaction with an eye toward the defects of others.

Probably all of us are guilty of this kind of smugness sometimes, of thinking we’ve
done it right and lamenting how others always seem unable to live up to our exacting stand-
ards. But when we are guilty of it, my hope is that Faith Lutheran Church is a place where that
notion dies. The last thing a follower of Jesus can possibly do is look down on other people.

Still, we’re here because we are sinners, and one of the great signs of our sinfulness is
how naturally it comes to us to be smug about ourselves and doubtful about everyone else.

So we need to repent. We need to know our weakness and double-check again and
again that Faith is an operation “entirely set up for the sake of the sinner”. The pastors are sin-
ners preaching good news to sinners. The choir members are sinners singing good news to sin-
ners. The Sunday school teachers are sinners teaching good news to sinners. And every mem-
ber is a sinner who has amazing, impossibly good, miraculously good news to live by and
share.

As we move through fall I urge every member of the church to rededicate ourselves
and our church to the service of the sinner, the lowly, the outcast, the prisoner, the poor. Such
a mission should inform everything we do, individually and as a church. But it is up to each of
us to hold each other accountable, so that Faith never becomes a place where sinners do not
encounter the love of God.

But the great news for us is that God is with us. As He says, He casts down the mighty,
but lifts up the lowly. We can only be blessed when we place ourselves in the service of any-
one and everyone, from the greatest to the least, relishing the fact that even our sin of smug-
ness has been washed away in the blood of the one who came to save sinners.

C. F. W. Walther

October 25, is a special day for the Lutheran
Church Missouri Synod this year; it is the 200th
birthday of Carl Ferdinand Wilhelm Walther, more
commonly known as C. F. W. Walther. While not
many in our church body know who Walther is by
name, everyone who enters an LCMS church is the |
recipient of his work and dedication to the Lutheran |
Church in America. Walther arrived in America in |
1839 after fleeing religious persecution in Germany.
Upon his arrival, he was called to serve as a pastor
in St. Louis. Then, over the course of his ministry,
he helped found and served as president of Concor-
dia Seminary, he organized the Lutheran Church
Missouri Synod, served as synodical president, and
served as a pastor to several St. Louis congrega-
tions. Walther’s influence in theology extended be-
yond his pastoral and presidential duties as he was
also a wise theologian who worked to educate Lu-
therans about the faith they confessed. Two of his
most important areas of study included the topics of
Law and Gospel and Church and Ministry. Through his work in these areas, Walther was
able to shape the thinking of Lutherans and Christians around the world in ways that are

still being discovered. C. F. W. Walther truly is the father of our church body and a great
contributor to our understanding of God’s Word. Happy Birthday Carl Ferdinand Wilhelm
Walther! May we all strive to be faithful to the Word you proclaimed.
