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Where are the songs of spring? Ay, where are they?
Think not of them, thou hast thy music, too...

Any takers to guess where that is from? No? It’s from a poem called “To Autumn’ by John Keats,
and it is (I believe) the most anthologized poem in the English language. Interestingly, a large
number of very famous poems deal with the topic of autumn. Artists have a fascination with trying
to capture the feel of essence of autumn. C.S. Lewis writes in his memoirs that he could only ex-
press it by saying that he went through a phase when he was in love with autumn.

In Green Bay, though we are not all artists and poets, we nevertheless know what they’re getting
at. We might not try to express is, but we feel it. Though we also have practical concerns. Autumn
1s almost always a time when people can’t believe how fast the summer went by and don’t look for-
ward to a chill in the air again so soon. But it is also a time of energy, of new beginnings and fresh
starts. We can’t wait for football season. We send our children off to school in crisp clothes and
clean notebooks. Here at Faith everything gets going again in Autumn after the summertime
when so many people were camping, vacationing, and otherwise out of town.

This year I hope you'll use that restless, autumnal energy to participate in something new here. If
you already are a part of some group or activity, I hope youll invite someone to join you in it.
Think about joining choir. Attend a Bible study. Be a part of things here. It is a new beginning for
us in many ways. Pastor Errer is brand new to it here, too.

There is always something poignant about autumn because the passage of time is so visible this
time of year. You can’t even participate in new things without being reminded of the old, and eve-
rything seems to be about changes and endings. The stages of life, the years going by (I have a kid
in high school? How is that possible?) all remind us that as creatures we are dying. Nothing stops
time. Christians know that our life in Christ is eternal while this world is transitory. The ache, the
1dle tears, the autumnal spirit is for us both love of the world and longing for home.

Faith is that home away from home for your restless soul. It is where your family gathers in every
stage of life to rejoice, to be built up, to receive the eternal Christ in order to continue living in this
beautiful, terrible, dying world as citizens of an eternal country. Without that context of Christ,
this world would be a place of despair. But knowing what we know and having what we have, we
can rejoice and experience the beauty of it without fear. Don’t deny yourself the food for the soul
that comes through the Word and Sacraments.

As fellow strangers in a strange land we get our only hint of our eternal home when we're together
here with Christ. Come. Gather. Be fed for the journey. And Rejoice, for it is a journey home.
